Health Research in Beaumont Hospital

Research is the way new
information about the treatment
and management of illnesses is
found and this is an important
activity of the hospital.

Any patient taking part in research
will be asked to consent to the use of their data.

The health research regulations have been
amended in two key areas:

=  Pre-screening (without consent) -

allows researchers to identify potentially suitable
patients to take part in research. This pre-screening
process involves reviewing the medical records of
patients that have received healthcare services in
Beaumont Hospital.

If you are identified as a potential candidate, you
may be contacted by the research team, and your
consent to take part in the specific research project
will be sought.

=  Retrospective Chart Review Studies
(without consent) -

uses previously recorded, patient data to answer
one or more research questions. This is only
allowed for studies that are:

e approved by an ethics committee; and
e do not put your privacy at risk.
Data that is collected will not be disclosed to

another person and research findings will not
identify any individuals.

Pre-screening and chart review research studies
may only be carried out by authorised persons
acting under the instruction and supervision of
Beaumont Hospital.
