We hope this letter finds you and your loved ones in good health. We are writing to inform you of the recent changes of visiting restrictions at the Raheny Community Nursing Unit. You may be aware of the recent HPSC guidelines published in relation to visitation in the nursing homes and we are delighted to advise you of further enhanced changes to visiting at the RCNU.  These changes include:

· On entering the RCNU every visitor must sanitise their hands and take a fresh mask.

· We have removed the need to take temperatures for visitors at reception.

· Any visitor who has any signs and symptoms of Covid 19 or any respiratory symptoms must not visit the unit.

· By signing the visitors register you are declaring that you have no signs and symptoms as above and a notice will be displayed at reception. 

· For many reasons the maximum amount of visitors at any one time should be 2 to 3.  

· Visiting times remain from 11.30 to 19.00pm.

· Children under the age of 12 years are welcome to visit in an outdoor area or in a designated area following a risk assessment.

· We are asking that all visitors leave their mask on at all times while visiting the RCNU.

· On leaving the RCNU each visitor must remove their mask, dispose of it in the yellow bin and sanitise their hands.

We must emphasise the safety of our residents and staff remains our priority, and we will continue to maintain certain safety measures to prevent the spread of Covid-19 including restricted or suspended visitation if it is deemed necessary.

 We appreciate your cooperation and understanding during these challenging times.
